Martin (Marcin) Staśkiewicz and Anna Milewski (Milewska) both passed away prior to 1813 and probably lived in Buywiszki 
within the Puńsk Catholic Parish. 

Four children of Martin Staśkiewicz have been identified, but it’s unknown whether he had other marriages: 

Child    Birth  Notes 

George (Jerzy)   1765 
Andrew  (Andrzej)  1768  Only verified son of Anna Milewski 
Thomas  (Tomasz)  1773 
Vincent (Wincenty)  1778 

Their son Andrew Staśkiewicz married Regina Pojawis. They are Michael E. Byczek’s 4x-great-grandparents. Their daughter 
Helena Staśkiewicz married Ambrose (Ambroży) Gryszkiewicz (3x-great-grandparents) in 1824 in Puńsk. 

The Staśkiewicz surname was also spelled Staśzkiewicz in some records. There were also families with the surname Stankiewicz 
who lived in the Puńsk Parish, but these seem to be distinct families rather than phonetic spellings of the same name. 

The Staśkiewicz Family in Buywiszki and Knipowo 

The following Staśkiewicz families were closely assoiated with Helena (Staśkiewicz) Gryszkiewicz and were most likely her 
siblings and/or cousins. 

Year Event   Names 

1824 Helena Marriage Jacob Staśkiewicz and Augustine Staśkiewicz (witnesses) 
1828 Ambrose Baptism Thomas Staśkiewicz (witness and godfather) 
1826 Joseph Baptism  Agatha Staśkiewicz (godmother) 
1841 Peter Baptism  Thomas Staśkiewicz and Adam Staśkiewicz (both were witnesses and Thomas was a godfather) 
1842  Joseph Death  Adam Staśkiewicz and Thomas Staśkiewicz (witnesses) 
1843 Agnes Baptism  Thomas Staśkiewicz (witness) 
1843 Ambrose Death  Anthony Staśkiewicz and Augustine Staśkiewicz (witnesses) 

George Staśkiewicz had sons named Augustine, Thomas, and Adam. There appear to have been at least four Thomas Staśkiewicz 
families. One had a wife named Agatha.

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Andrew 

Andrew’s brothers Thomas Staśkiewicz and Vincent Staśkiewicz were witnesses to his death record. This does not prove that all 
three brothers were the sons of Anna Milewski, as their father may have been married multiple times.

There were at least two Andrew Staśkiewicz families in the Puńsk Parish, but only one appears to have lived in Buywiszki. 
George Staśkiewicz had a son Augustine Staśkiewicz, who was identified as the nephew of Andrew Staśkiewicz. Furthermore, 
Andrew’s daughter Helena (Staśkiewicz) Gryszkiewicz was involved with a family member named Augustine Staśkiewicz. These 
facts support the conclusion that Andrew Staśkiewicz had a brother George Staśkiewicz. However, this does not prove that Anna 
Milewski was the mother of both brothers.  

Augustine Staśkiewicz married the sister of Ambrose Gryszkiewicz. 

The marriage record for another son of George Staśkiewicz, Adam, listed Paul Staśkiewicz, identified as a cousin, as a witness.

It is unknown whether this particular Vincent and this witness Andrew were brothers 
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Additional Information 

Martin Staśkiewicz and Anna Milewski are Michael E. Byczek’s 5x-great-grandparents. Their son Andrew Staśkiewicz (4x-great-
grandfather) married Regina Pojawis. Their daughter Helena Staśkiewicz (3x-great-grandmother) married Ambrose Gryszkiewicz 
in 1824 in Puńsk. Their daughter Agnes Gryszkiewicz (2x-great-grandmother) married Frank Sidor in 1857 in Sejny. Their 
daughter Rose Sidor (great-grandmother) married Frank Murzyn in 1897 in Sejny. Their daughter Antoinette Murzynowicz 
(grandmother) was born in Chicago, IL in 1912. The Frank and Rose Murzyn family settled in Chicago, IL on a permanent basis 
in 1908. The family interchanged Murzynowicz and Marynowski through the 1940s until formally adopting the latter. Antoinette 
Murzynowicz/Marynowski married Roman Bykowski in 1936 at St. Stanislaus Kostka in the Pulaski Park neighborhood. Their 
daughter Betty A. Bykowski (mother) married Michael M. Byczek in 1974 at St. Helen’s on Augusta and Oakley in Chicago. They 
have two children, Michael E. Byczek (the eldest) and Katherine S. Byczek, both born in the Bridgeport neighborhood. 

Google Maps (Podlaskie Voivodeship in north-eastern Poland):  

• Puńsk is a village and seat of the Gmina Puńsk in the Sejny County. It is located only 5 km from the border with Lithuania 
• Buywiszki does not appear on a present-day map, but is shown on historical maps near Puńsk and Sejny
